a. Jacki Goldklang: 

Basketball Clinic-105 participants. Successful – no covid exposures. Ray mentioned 

hosting a clinic again next year before Rec Basketball begins. 

Protecting Children from Abuse – this course is now required by the NJMel for all 

staff & volunteers. One commissioner has to still complete the course. The course 

will be sent out to all coaches. A sign in to the NJMEL has to be created for each 

individual coach.  

Soccer Coach Suspended – Jonathan Braid requested that I send a copy of the 

suspension letter to the coach via mail. Jonathan emailed me a copy of the penalties 

that we could possibly receive if we do not comply with ADA rules ($50,000 fine for 

1st offense and $100,000 file for 2nd offense).   

2021 W-R Spring Sports continue to accept registrations – Babe Ruth Baseball 

has 36 players registered and 16 coaches. All coaches are cleared to coach and 

waivers have been received for all players and coaches. Girls’ Softball currently has 

121 players registered. Jon will send me the complete list of teams/coaches as soon as 

the drafts are completed. Track & Field has 14 registered. All Track and Field 

coaches are cleared to coach, 1 waiver is pending.  

WRHS Soccer Senior Night – will be held on Saturday night October 23rd. Loriann 

will give the information to Russ Christiana to see if we can make sure that we play 



away that night. 

2021 Summer Recreation – still no definite decision as to whether this program will 

happen.
